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Ever thought what exactly Remote Area refers to? According to the dictionary, a remote area is one that 

either is a long distance from highly populated settlements or lacks transportation links that are typical in 

more populated areas. 

In this new section, we will be coming up with many such information related to the TCI's offices located in 

the remote areas of the country where TCI's 'Parivar' complete their tasks and meet their targets in spite of 

the unavailability of modern facilities and infrastructure. 

The Mahan Centre: The first thing that pops up in our mind when we 

hear 'Mahan' in Madhya Pradesh is the tussle between the residents 

of the area against coal mining activities. Mahan, one of the oldest 

Sal forests of Asia is a remote area that falls in the border area 

between Uttar Pradesh and Madhya Pradesh. At Mahan, TCI 

CONCOR branch centre is situated in an almost uninhabited area 

where even the bare minimum infrastructural amenities such as 

power supply or proper UPS is also unavailable.

Kudos to the TCI CONCOR Team who take care of the process for the 

Hindalco Plant at this remote location even after facing atrocities on 

daily basis. The team takes care of the empty Containers Rake 

Movement in the area that is carried from TKD/ Dadri to Mahan 

where the containers are stuffed and loaded within 24 hours. The 

loaded Rake are then moved to the Ports within 15 days. The total container capacity at this remote 

location is 90 containers with total capacity of carrying 2500 MT per day. The total capacity handled in a 

month is 15000 MT. 

TCI'S OFFICE AT REMOTE LOCATION: THE MAHAN CENTRE

Jawahar Tunnel is one of the longest tunnel-road in Asia, located at Jammu & Kashmir, India. The two-and-half 

kilometers long tunnel links Jammu to Kashmir Valley on Jammu-Srinagar National Highway. The tunnel was 

functional from midnight till 8 am for the last 18 years but soon will be open 24X7 to connect rest of India

TCI INAUGURATES ITS 1ST STATE OF THE ART 
COLD CHAIN WAREHOUSE AT PATAUDI ROAD

TCI's first foray in temperature controlled State of the Art Cold Chain Warehouse as part of an overall 

strategy to build a cold chain network of warehouses and refrigerated trucks was officially inaugurated on 

11th May, 2016 at Pataudi Road, Gurgaon in the NCR region. The Warehouse will be managed by TCI 

Supply Chain Solutions, a division of TCI for multi user customer requirements.

This new facility is one of the largest and most advanced of its kind. With large storage capacity of 250,000 

sq. ft. the multi-user warehouse facility is situated in heart of NCR. The Cold warehouse has 5,000 pallet 

positions, totaling 11,700 CMT of temperature-controlled space and is divided into seven zones, with full 

temperature control ranging from -30 to +25 degrees Celsius. It can also maintain relative humidity levels 

up to 35 RH.
